
Today – A dry cool front will move through Southern Florida by midday/early afternoon ushering in drier 
air. Partly cloudy skies this morning will give way to sunny skies for the afternoon with temperatures 
warming into the upper 70s.  The wind will be a little stronger today out of the north and will average 10-
15 mph.
Sunrise: 6:43am / Sunset: 6:22pm   

Monday Forecast – High pressure to the north will shift the winds out of the NE and E as we go through 
the day.  This try to push a few coastal showers inland, especially during the morning hours.  Otherwise, 
partly to mostly cloudy skies can be expected with highs in the mid to upper 70s.  The easterly breeze will 
likely gust up to 20 mph at times as well.
